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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this plan is to provide a reasonable and organized method of controlling snow/ice accumulations on over 17 lane miles of streets, 68 acres of parking lots, 30 miles of sidewalks, and entrances to over 100 buildings. To provide a safe environment for students, faculty and staff of Oklahoma State University. This plan is divided into several sections that address issues of internal operations and public safety.

PUBLIC INFORMATION

I.
OVERVIEW

· The intent of this plan is to protect lives and property and to effectively use available resources to maintain an appropriate level of University operations during episodes of snow and ice.  The plan will outline the coordinated support that the Physical Plant will provide when hazardous conditions due to inclement winter weather exist.  

· Oklahoma State’s snow and ice removal plan is driven by the needs of the entire campus community rather than the particular needs of each individual.  Each individual is responsible for deciding if the conditions are safe for his/her travel.
· The University’s response to a given situation will take into consideration the conditions on campus, in Stillwater and the immediate region.  The Physical Plant Director of Operations and Maintenance, Manager of Grounds, University Chief of Police, or designees, will gather information from on duty police personnel, Physical Plant Services personnel, local law enforcement agencies, City of Stillwater, National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), and other major public and private entities when possible, regarding conditions on campus and the surrounding community.

· For severe snow or ice storms, the University has identified areas of campus that are priorities for snow/ice abatement.  As conditions deteriorate, additional stress is placed on available resources.  To maintain access for police, fire and emergency medical vehicles, high priority areas – (those areas considered essential for public safety) will be served first.

· During a severe snow and/or ice incident representatives of the OSUPD (Police Chief or designee) and Physical Plant Services will assess the severity of weather conditions and analyze data from the National Weather Service and other emergency centers.  The Director of Physical Plant Services will conference with both the Vice President, Administration and Finance and the Vice President for Student Affairs (or other Cabinet-level officials as designated in the absence of the Vice President’s mentioned above) as to which class of weather emergency exists and the status of services on campus.  If this is not possible, the Director of Physical Plant Services, shall confer directly with the President.

· The University Public Information Office will issue announcements via the news and electronic media to inform the campus population of any disruption to normal campus operations and provide updates to the campus community.  

· A review of this plan and process will occur if snow and ice conditions are forecast to occur within the next 24-hour period.

· Services that must be provided, regardless of weather conditions, (e.g. utilities, maintenance, grounds and custodial for snow/ice remediation, etc.) need to identify/inform those personnel that are considered “essential” to that function.

 PUBLIC RELATIONS AND EDUCATION
Campus Service Interruption Notification 

Description

The decision to suspend services due to severe inclement weather (snow/ice) will ultimately be made by the President or his/her designee, based upon public health and safety issues associated with those conditions.  Notification of service interruptions is managed through the Public Information Office, who will notify the OSU Branch Campus of the impending closure. 

Campus Service Interruption Information

Service Interruptions


The campus will suspend services only under extreme circumstance so that a minimum number of students lose educational time or opportunity.  The University urges you to use common sense regarding your safety and travel to and on campus during inclement weather.  Information regarding the suspension of classes, administrative functions, or specific building closures will be given to the media.  Public Information Office will notify the Branch Campus of the impending closure.

III. INTERNAL OPERATIONAL DEFINITIONS OF SNOW/ICE CONDITIONS

Classifications of Conditions

Class  1 Snow/Ice Emergency – This classification is used when the winter weather incident requires resources normally scheduled.  Travel is possible but difficult in some areas.  The safety of people on campus is minimally threatened by the conditions.  Essential and emergency resources are readily accessible.

Class  2 Snow/Ice Emergency – This classification is used when the situation requires maximum resources applied.  In snowstorms, travel is generally difficult and snow removal cannot keep pace with snowfall.  Icy conditions, where traction and vehicle stability are seriously impaired, may qualify for this level of alert.  Walking and bicycling may be impaired or unsafe for certain members of the community as indicated by a recognized authority such as the National Weather Service.  Conditions such as black ice, high winds, poor visibility and extremely low chill factors may be present.  The safety of exposed personnel on campus is not overtly threatened unless they are acting outside the range of sensible behavior.  Essential and emergency resources may be delayed in reaching campus because of the current conditions.

Class  3 Snow/Ice Emergency – This classification applies to situations where snow removal has stopped or is seriously impaired.  Icing, where traction and vehicle stability are not possible, may qualify for this level of alert.  The National Weather Service or other recognized authority has declared the storm a severe winter storm.  Travel of any sort is dangerous.  External resources to support the normal operation of the campus may not be available.  Health and life safety may be threatened because essential and emergency resources are at maximum capacity.  Under these circumstances, normal services and operations of the University may be suspended.

These classification levels provide a system that the administration can use to evaluate weather conditions for storms that generate abnormal demands on the campus community and its resources.    

Normal Service and Operations Suspended

This means that classes have been canceled, non-essential buildings are closed and only University facilities essential to the health and safety of the University must remain operational, even under extreme weather conditions.  When campus services and operations are suspended, a specific time frame of the suspension of services will be included in media information issued by the Public Information Office.  This could include a late opening schedule for classes and administrative services or an early release for students and/or faculty and staff.

Criteria

Police and Physical Plant staff will confer by radio or phone, during such emergency conditions to evaluate if safe access to campus is possible using criteria such as:  

1. An estimate of the time required making safe access available to the campus.

2. Weather Forecast

3. Changing weather conditions

a. Wind speed

b. Rate of precipitation

c. Temperature extremes

4. Equipment status

5. Utility problems or outages

6. City of Stillwater, Payne County and State Highway road conditions

7. Operational safety of University provided bus service

8. Other major public entities operational status

This information will be given to the Director of Physical Plant Services and the Chief of Police, or designee, through the Police shift commander no later than 4 a.m. on any regularly scheduled business day for the University.

IV.
DESCRIPTION OF THE SITUATION MANAGEMENT PROCESS INSIDE PHYSICAL PLANT SERVICES

During snowstorms, Physical Plant Services is responsible for snow/ice removal efforts and is the primary provider of resources.  When resources from other providers are required they will be managed by Physical Plant Services to maximize their usefulness.   OSUPD will monitor the campus and notify Physical Plant Services of any area or situation that requires immediate attention.


The Stillwater Street Department maintains several streets that border the campus.  The Grounds Manager may contact the appropriate City official initially when the snow plan is activated and regularly until city streets have been treated.
Physical Plant Services will regularly update the University Public Information Office of conditions.

V.
SPECIFIC RESTRICTIONS AND REGULATIONS DURING SNOW/ICE OCCURANCES


The University will not provide assistance to vehicles stuck in the snow.

Physical Plant personnel may barricade certain areas during snow/ice removal operations.  This will be done to assist in the safe removal of snow and the treatment of slick conditions.  It will be the responsibility of the snow-removal crew, which erects the barricades, to minimize the necessity to barricade areas and remove any which may create a hazard.

Any personal vehicles that block operations or unauthorized parked cars are at risk of being towed.

VI. 
ACTIONS ASSOCIATED WITH EACH LEVEL OF SNOW/ICE CONDITIONS

Class 1 Snow/Ice Emergency – Increased personnel and resources are brought in.  This includes on-call personnel and equipment.  Vehicles blocking emergency operations (e.g. snow removal) may be removed at the owner’s expense.

Class 2 Snow/Ice Emergency –All available resources used for snow and ice removal will be utilized. Vehicles blocking primary routes (i.e. stuck in snow) will be removed by tow. The Public Information Office may issue information about the status of University classes and operations to the OSU Branch Campus and media/public.  This information may include advisories to students, faculty and staff with disabilities.  Consideration for transportation needs of essential personnel may be necessary.  

Class 3 Snow/Ice Emergency – Classes might be canceled and non-essential campus operations and services suspended because it is impossible or impractical to conduct normal operations.  Conditions are beyond the resources available despite continuous efforts to address weather-related problems.  This may include situations where the weather is clearing but the streets and parking lots on campus and or the city are impassable.  Under this classification only emergency and essential-services personnel need to report to work.  

Snow-Removal Operations

Streets and parking lots may be temporarily blocked for snow removal operations.  It is imperative that drivers yield to snow-removal equipment during these times.  

Class 1 Snow/Ice Removal – Treatment of sidewalks and building entrances is underway.  A mixture of sand/salt is applied to street intersections and parking lots, concentrating on areas where slick conditions exist.

· Prioritization in clearing and treating sidewalks and building entrances is in place, which include identified ADA building access.

Class 2 Snow/Ice Removal – Plowing of streets, parking lots and sidewalks is underway.  All available equipment and resources are utilized.

· Prioritization in clearing and treating all travel routes are in place which include recognized emergency routes. 

Class 3 Snow/Ice Removal – Removal operations are limited to the clearing of emergency routes.  All equipment and resources are being utilized that can operate at this level.

· Physical Plant crews are working together to open routes for emergency access to and around campus.

VII.
EMERGENCY ROUTES
The University will establish emergency routes.  Vehicles blocking routes will be referred to OSUPD for removal at the owner’s expense.  

All streets listed in Appendix A under Priority One are to be considered emergency routes.   Please see the attached map in Appendix B.

The “Snow/Ice Incident Plan” shall be revised annually to reflect changes in emergency routes and for current needs.

Zone eight crew is a roaming unit that will focus on the President’s Residence, sidewalks and entries, identified hot spots, stairs and sidewalk/ADA ramps on campus.

Sanding and Snow Removal

The following is General Information for:

Streets and Parking Lots

The general policy of the Physical Plant is to provide safe travel for those of the University community and others using our streets and parking lots.

· The application of a sand and/or salt mixture will commence when the streets and parking lots become a safety hazard (slick) to cars and pedestrians.

· The Physical Plant will monitor the conditions either by help from OSUPD or an on-site 

inspection of conditions by personnel.

· Sanding will be done from the onset of hazardous conditions to a point where snowplowing is inevitable.

Criteria for this is:  from a “trace up to 3 inches of accumulations”.
If snow continues past the 3-inch amount, the streets and parking lots will be plowed.  Snow is windrowed off into the bicycle lanes or other areas.  Sanding will follow until streets are safe.  At this point, the windrowed snow will be cleared to allow bicycle lanes and other areas safe for use.  

Sidewalks and Building Entrances

The application of a chemical deicer will commence when sidewalks become a safety hazard (slick) to pedestrian traffic.  Sidewalk plowing/sweeping will commence when 1” or more has accumulated.  Primary sidewalks, main and ADA entrances are first priority.

· The Physical Plant goal is to have all primary and main entrance sidewalks cleared by 7:30 a.m.

· Chemical deicer will be applied to primary sidewalks and north side/shaded areas if it is deemed necessary.

· Building entrances and ramps will be cleared to a point away from the entry where mechanical equipment can remove the snow.

· Plowing will continue until all sidewalks have been cleaned.

Labor

Labor will vary and be diverted from other functions within Physical Plant to assist with snow-removal or other weather-related efforts.

Certain maintenance and custodial tasks may be deferred if resources are required to focus on snow/ice-removal.

· Grounds Department
Focus on sidewalks, stairs, building entrances, crosswalks, and intersections utilizing mower and pickup mounted snowplows, tractors, skid-steer snowplow, and hand tools.

· Heavy Equipment Department

Streets and intersections, parking lots and sidewalks utilizing;

Dump trucks, motor graders, back hoes, skid-steer snowplow, pickup snowplows, and tractors.

· Utility Services Department

Streets, parking lots and sidewalks utilizing;

Dump trucks, motor graders, back hoes, skid-steer snowplow, pickup snowplows, and tractors.

· Custodial/Housekeeping Departments

Building entrances, ADA ramps, and stairs utilizing;

Shovels, brooms, mops, and hand broadcasting ice melt. 

· Skilled Trades Departments

Parking lots and sidewalks utilizing;

Pickup mounted plows, skid-steer plow, tractors, and dump trucks.

Note:  Custodial Service

Custodial Services within buildings will be curtailed, as staff will be utilized to assist in clearing building entrances, sidewalks, stairs and ramps.  Normal duties when resumed will focus on common areas.

Plan Preparedness Levels

Levels of action will occur as local media weather sources forecast chances in (%’s) for snow/ice as follows:

Level One - Local weather media predict a 50% chance of snow/ice on the 7-10 day forecast.

· A general review of labor, equipment and material is performed.  

· Vendors are contacted for equipment delivery, purchase orders are written, approved and ready to issue.


· Material stockpiles are inventoried and prepared.

Level Two - Local weather media forecast a 30% chance of snow/ice on the 5-day forecast.

· Labor is identified and equipment is readied.

· Purchase orders are processed to vendors for equipment deliveries.

Level Three - Local weather media forecast a 30% chance of snow/ice in the next 24-hours.   

· Labor is assembled to review the plan, assignments are handed out and time-lines established. 

· Vendor provided rental equipment is delivered.

· Plant equipment is assembled; plows, spreaders, weights, fuel and tire chains.

· Phone message recordings with report to work times identified. 

· Contact OSUPD, PIO, and the City of Stillwater. 

APPENDIX D

U.S. WEATHER SERVICE DEFINITIONS

WATCH

A forecast issued well in advance of a severe weather event to alert the public of the possibility of a particular hazard, such as tornadoes, severe thunderstorms, flash floods, winter storms, or heavy snows.

WARNING

A forecast issued when severe weather has developed, is already occurring and reported, or is detected on radar.

Warnings state a particular hazard or imminent danger, such as tornadoes, severe thunderstorms, flash floods, winter storms, heavy snows, etc.

BLIZZARD WARNING


Following conditions 3 hours or longer include wind, sustained or frequent gusts to 35 mph 
or greater.  Snow falling or blowing frequently reducing visibility to less that ¼ mile.  

When temperatures are below 20 degrees F. emphasizing life-threatening nature of cold conditions.
